Stony Dean School
Foundation Stage NG1&2
Autumn Term 1 Curriculum
Science
This term students are understanding the fundamentals of science through chemistry. They will be taking part in a variety of fun science experiments and understand how to stay safe when using science equipment.
Learning for Life
Students are focussing on the topic of all about me. They will identify things they like and don’t like, their favourite hobbies and interests and share these with the rest of the group. 


Daily Living Skills
Students will be learning about daily routines, the importance of personal hygiene and self-care skills such as healthy diet & habits to enable them to gain more personal independence skills. NG2 will also be completing an ASDAN qualification in this area.
 ICT 
NG1: Pupils will learn about the fundamentals of ICT. They will engage with Microsoft Word and PowerPoint.  This will also entail understanding the use of ICT and technology outside of their home and school, file management and formatting tools.
NG2: Students will be completing an ASDAN qualification in providing personal information. Students will communicate using ICT and recognise how to find out information. 










SALT (Speech and Language Therapy)
Integrated into work related learning – NG1 are learning “all about me” focusing on personality, appearance and interests, developing descriptive and comparative language alongside awareness of self and others.  NG2 are learning about skills and qualities needed in a job and the different types of jobs, developing descriptive language and understanding their strengths.
Food Tech 
Pupils will learn the basics of food hygiene and learn how to prepare healthy snacks. They will also learn to understand ingredients and food culture of different countries. 


Maths
NG1: Students will access a curriculum of number, geometry and data work appropriate to their ability.  The key focus this term is addition and subtraction, place value and shape.
NG2: Students will be working through the white roe maths curriculum beginning with focussing on number and place value. They will also be completing an ASDAN qualification in recognising time through regular events.  
English
Students will be developing their speaking and listening skills through a range of discussion based, group activities. They will also be developing reading and writing skills through activities based on the book The Twitts. NG2 will be working towards in an ASDAN qualification focusing on developing communication skills. 








Art
The focus this term is around family. Students are developing their fine motor skills through creating art work based on family trees, traditions, portraits, pets, food and our homes.
Performing Arts          
[bookmark: _GoBack]Students will be working together to prepare for a performance in the Christmas show. Students will explore the fundamental elements of music including pitch, rhythm, melody and dynamics through group music making.



The World Around Me 
This term, NG2 will be learning about some of the different ways that people live in families around the world. We will discuss cultural and religious differences and how a sense of family can be found in wider contexts eg school. NG1 will be following a similar curriculum to NG2, taking a multi-sensory approach to their learning while encouraging communication and literacy.
Chiltern Open Air Museum Students are attending the museum on a weekly basis. This term our focus is WW2 and we have been looking at the post war buildings, gardens and Mr Tom’s house. The museum are also helping us to develop our sensory garden.
