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Task: Summer Holiday Writing Challenge – detailed guide
[image: image2.wmf]Imagine you work for the World Wildlife Fund.  Produce a leaflet for primary school pupils to inform them about an endangered animal they may see in a zoo or elsewhere in captivity.  Write in the first person (as if you are the animal) so your readers identify with the animal and perhaps feel sorry for its situation.

Audience: 

Children from 7 - 11

Purpose:

To inform them about an endangered animal 

To encourage them to care

To encourage them to help your organisation help these animals in the wild

Point of view:
The animal’s
 

Content:

Include information under the following headings:

· how to recognise me  (appearance)

· where I come from

· my habitat (where I spend my time)

· what I like to eat

· how I spend my time (lifestyle)

· interesting facts about me

· you and me (how humans are a problem for this creature).
Format: 
You must present your information carefully.  Include:

· different styles and sizes of lettering

· at least one illustration/photo

· some information in a panel

· bullet points

· headings and sub headings

· plenty bold use of colour

Use of language:

· Your leaflet should contain facts
· Sometimes you must appeal to your readers’ emotions – so use emotive (loaded) language
· Turn what you read into your own words.  Never copy or print off chunks of text

· Use language that is suited to your audience of 7 – 11 year olds

· Write in the first person – as if the animal is writing the leaflet itself

· Vary your sentences.  Don't start every sentence in the same way.  Consider using the following types of sentences: commands, exclamations, questions and statements.

· You work for the World Wildlife Fund.  

· You have to make an information leaflet for primary school pupils.

· You need to tell them about an animal in captivity.

· The animal is endangered. 

· This leaflet could be displayed outside the animal's cage/enclosure so that visitors can take some information home with them. 

Write in the first person (I …).  It will be as though the animal wrote the leaflet.  The reader will feel sorry for the animal and want to help.
